traditional schools for a variety of reasons. In fact, the average student is on their fourth high school. 76% of them qualify  for free or reduced

lunch (poverty level). At least 83% of the population met the legal criteria of Children At -Risk. 100% of the students are grie ving the recent loss of a
loved one. And, in most cases, The students have experienced multiple losses and crisis in their young lives.

While the faculty was doubtful a program such as Rainbows high school ediition, Spectrum would have any impact on such a popul ation, | persevered
anyway. The year was a huge success as far as the students were concerned personally and they shared during the last session that all of their fellow
students needed to belong too and wanted to be assured they could participate again next school year. This is amazing given t hese ki ds o6 acac
personal histories.

| am so excited about starting Spectrum this year. One group is formed already with 7 kids dealing with deaths. Kids are now asking to be in the
groups.
